Betagro achieves excellent production
standards with the help of ACP

The Betagro group supplies poultry and manufactures poultry
products in Thailand, largely for export to the Japanese cooked
frozen food market, through its joint venture with Ajinomoto
Frozen Foods, who have over 100,000 retail outlets in Japan.

Operating from a state-of-the-art 22,000 square metre
processing plant, Betagro aims to be processing over 400,000
birds a day by 2010 and has adopted the Assured Chicken
Produce (ACP) programme, certified by CMi, for its broiler
production. This means it is working to standards equivalent
to those required by retailers in the UK and with ACP in place,
rejection and carcass downgrading has been reduced to

3.5% from 13%. Liveability has increased from 90% to 96%. The
scheme covers the whole production chain from the breeder

farm, hatchery and broiler farm through to the processing plant.

BRC team travels to the US to promote
BRC certification

Senior members of the BRC Technical and Commercial
teams visited the US in early March to raise the profile
and awareness of the BRC and its Global Standards.

With Wal-Mart now requesting its suppliers to comply
with the GFSI Standards and the BRC Global Standard
the first to successfully benchmark the scheme, the aim
of the visit was to fully understand the opportunities to
develop the Global Standards in the American market.

Dr Geoff Spriegel, Director of Global Standards and
Technical Services, commented about the visit, “The US
food industry is moving rapidly to adopting the
principles of third party certification, with an increasing
number of retailers and producers specifying GFSI
approved standards. Also recent concerns about
consumer products have heightened the need for extra
assurance in this area. This presents major opportunities
for the development of BRC Global Standards in the
American market.”
